The Detroit Area Art Deco Society is proud to organize Detroit Modernism Week, its week first structured around events celebrating the Detroit area’s mid-century modernist architecture and design.

The Deco Society has partnered with many local nonprofit groups and organizations in order to bring several tours, lectures and events to the public. “Our goal is to increase awareness about the Detroit area’s mid-century architecture and design,” said Deco Society president Jeffrey Chappell.

The Deco Society is an all-volunteer nonprofit organization in its 27th year.  The organization is has worked to put together a collection of events that feature the metro Detroit area’s modernist architecture, and the schedule includes its fundraiser, the Michigan Modernism Preview Party, held on Friday April 24 and the Michigan Modernism Exposition, Saturday April 25 and Sunday April 26.

The Preview Party is a preview of the 20th century decorative arts and collectibles at the Michigan Modernism show at the Southfield Pavilion.  www.daads.org  The annual art deco affair offers your guests first dibs on some of the best 20th century antiques and fine arts from the international market while enjoying complimentary wine and hors d’oeuvres, fashion show and live entertainment, the Underground Jazz Quartet.
Tickets are $75.00 in advance and all proceeds go to the scholarship fund and preservation programs of the Detroit Area Art Deco Society.  The theme this year is “Tiki Party” and it includes a specially-curated exhibit of menus, photos and ceramics from the three most popular Detroit Tiki-themed restaurants:  Chin Tiki, Trader Vic’s and the Mauna Loa.
This year, the Deco Society decided to expand the Modernism Show to include a week long schedule of events – and Detroit Modernism Week was born. Events range from the Henry Ford Museum’s exhibit of Herman Miller-designed furnishings to a tour of downtown Detroit’s Minoru Yamasaki designed buildings.  One of the special events for Detroit Modernism Week is a tour of the Mies van der Rohe-designed townhomes in Lafayette Park.
